is love, joy, peace, longsuffering, gentleness, goodness, faith, meekness, temperance.

Unto you it is given in the behalf of Christ, not only to believe on him, but also to suffer
for his sake.—If one died for all, then were all dead: and that he died for all, that they which
live should not henceforth live unto themselves, but unto him which died for them, and
rose again.—If we suffer, we shall also reign with him.

But that no man is justified by the law in the sight of God, it is evident: for The just
shall live by faith. Wherefore then serveth the law? It was added because of transgressions,
till the seed should come to whom the promise was made.

God, who at sundry times and in divers manners spake in time past unto the fathers by
the prophets, hath in these last days spoken unto us by his Son.

he delivered me, because he delighted in me.

I will bless the Lord at all times: his praise shall continually be in my mouth. My soul
shall make her boast in the Lord: the humble shall hear thereof, and be glad. O magnify the
Lord with me, and let us exalt his name together. I sought the Lord, and he heard me, and
delivered me from all my fears. O taste and see that the Lord is good: blessed is the man that
trusteth in him.
